The walk between North Lodge Park and the pier is enjoyable and scenic; a great
way to view the natura beauty that is Cromer’s picture-perfect seafront.

Blue badge parking is available on the promenade, and accessible toilets can be
found in the RNLI Henry Blogg Museum and on the pier. The
surfaces are hard but there is a steep gradient.

There are plenty of sights and attractions to see along the way, including sea side
kiosks, arcades, and plenty of opportunities to grab some fish and chips!
